In order for the defendant to be guilty of Escape, the state must prove each of the following:


1. On or about [date]


2. in the state of Idaho


3. the defendant [name] was [charged with] [convicted of] (describe misdemeanor), a misdemeanor,


4. and while [in lawful custody of] [confined in]


5. (describe institution or officer or person)


6. the defendant [escaped] [attempted to escape]

If any of the above has not been proven beyond a reasonable doubt, you must find the defendant not guilty.  If each of the above has been proven beyond a reasonable doubt, then you must find the defendant guilty.
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
